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5. Overview & Specifications

5.1 Product Description

The Altec AIR P013464 Quiet Dryer is a compact, regenerative air dryer designed to
dry compressed air to a pressure dewpoint (PDP) of -70°C (-94°F) at the rated inlet
conditions. The pressure-swing adsorption (PSA) process used is fully automatic and

will remain consistent with minimal required periodic maintenance.

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6.2 Before You Begin

6.2.1 Carefully inspect the entire unit including the shipping box for ANY
DAMAGE CAUSED BY SHIPPING. If any shipping damage is
detected, it is important to file a claim with the shipping company prior
to continuing the installation procedures.

6.2.2 Read the entire Installing Your Quiet Dryer section to familiarize yourself

with the components and procedures before performing the installation.

6.2.3 Verify the installation location of the Quiet Dryer:

e Ambient temperature is between 33° and 125°F

NOTE: Higher temperatures will decrease component lifespan.

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6.5 Installation Steps

IMPORTANT!
To properly operate the Quiet Dryer, Altec AIR recommends that all

essential elements, air filtration and regulator components be

installed.

6.5.1 Remove the P013464 Quiet Dryer from packaging.

6.5.2 Inspect the Quiet Dyer for
loose parts, wiring, tubing or

damage.

A IMPORTANT: If ANY
SHIPPING DAMAGE is
detected, file a claim with the
shipping company prior to continuing the installation procedures.

6.5.3 Place the P013464 Quiet Dryer at the operating location.

6.5.4 Remove the plugs from the
Inlet & Outlet ports by
holding in the ferrule while

pulling on the plug.
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A\ NOTE: If installing the 51365-R Filter Kit, proceed to the next steps.
If NOT installing the 51365-R Filter Kit, proceed to step 6.5.14 .

A\ CAUTION: When installing a typical complete Quiet Dryer, or Point-of-Use
System, Altec AIR recommends assembling ALL components before

mounting the P013464 Quiet Dryer.

6.5.5 Assemble the Outlet
Pressure Regulator.

6.5.6 Attach the Regulator
Assembly to the Outlet Filter
using the included Joiner Set.

6.5.7 Remove the bowl from the 5
Micron Particulate Prefilter.
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6.5.8 Attach the L-Bracket to the

5 Micron Particulate Prefilter.

6.5.9 Replace the bowl on the

5 Micron Particulate Prefilter.

6.5.10 Remove the Bracket from

the other included Joiner Set.

6.5.11 Attach the 5 Micron M28-04-CHOO

Particulate Prefilter to the

0.01 Micron Coalescing
Prefilter using the Joiner Set

(Bracket removed).
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6.5.12 Attach the Inlet and Outlet
Filter Assemblies to the back
of the Quiet Dryer Frame.

6.5.13 Using necessary fittings,
connect the Air Source and
Process supply lines:

6.5.13..1 Connect Air
Source to the input
port on the 5
Micron Particulate
Prefilter.

Inlet Filter Outlet Filter /
g ) Regulator Assembly

6.5.13..2 Connect a hose from the outlet port of the 0.01 Micron

Coalescing Afterfilter to the Input port on the Quiet Dryer.

6.5.13..3 Connect a hose from the Outlet port on the Quiet Dryer to the

input port on the 0.5 Micron Particulate Afterfilter.

6.5.13..4 Connect Process Supply to the outlet port on the Regulator.
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6.5.14 Connect the Air Source

and Process supply lines:

6.5.14..1 Connect air
source supply line

to the Input port.

6.5.14..2 Connect the process supply line to the QOutlet port.

A\ NOTE: This instruction step only applies when NOT installing the

51365-R Filter Kit.

6.5.15 Wire 220 VAC power to
the Solid-State Timer.

A WARNING:
Make sure that power has
been disabled to the wires
prior to connecting them.

6.5.16 Energize the 220 VAC power supply circuit to the Quiet Dryer.

6.5.17 Adjust Outlet Pressure
Regulator as required (if
installed).
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6.5.18 Using necessary hardware (not supplied), mount the Quiet Dryer in its

final location.

6.5.19 Check for air leaks:

NOTE: This is a general procedure that can be applied to any fitting or hose

that has air pressure in it.

e Listen for any ‘hissing’ sounds which may indicate a fitting or hose air

leak.

e Use a 1-inch paint brush to
dab soapy water on the
air fitting or hose
connection to be tested.

If air bubbles appear at the
connection, this indicates that
air is leaking from the

connection.

EXAMPLE

Hose Fitting Component

If any leaks are detected, take steps to seal them off (as necessary):

e Tighten the fitting

e Re-connect the hose end

e Replace the fitting / hose / component

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7. Maintaining Your Quiet Dryer

In order to ensure that your P013464 Quiet Dryer continues to operate efficiently and
reliably, Altec AIR recommends performing the following maintenance procedures at the
specified Six-Month intervals.

It is also recommended that you print out the included Maintenance log sheet (section 12.

) and record all completed maintenance for historical tracking and reference purposes.
The log sheet includes a Section reference column which indicates the User’s Guide
section containing the information about the specific procedure. Please refer to these

sections for detailed procedural information.

NOTE: When operating at higher ambient temperatures, it is recommended that

maintenance be performed more frequently.
